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The Digital Connectors Program @ Mi Casa Resource Center

Digital Connectors is a program that teaches youth in-depth digital literacy skills and gives them the opportunity to share their technology knowledge with members of their community. It's an innovative effort to involve urban youth in overcoming the digital divide, or the gap between people with access to computers and information technology and those without.

Twenty young people are currently participating in Digital Connectors, acquiring in-depth computer literacy skills that they will share with the broader community during free, computer seminars.
